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Course Objective:  

Everything is connected: people, information, events and places. A practical way of 
making sense of the tangle of connections is to analyze them as networks. Social 
Network Analysis (SNA) is a set of analytical methods and theories that study the 
pattern of relations among actors. Social networks are everywhere and play a role in 
substantive problems that cut across many subjects and disciplines. Any research 
problem that involves actors who have relations with each other, and relations that can
be observed and measured, may benefit from Social Network Analysis. This course aims to
provide students about the structure and evolution of networks, drawing on knowledge 
from economics.
